e Attempt the American Red Cross Lifeguard certification (passing is required for ALGAESs). An
option to complete the training is offered at Emerald Bay during the week prior to staff training
week.

e Instruct courses for students attending 3, 4, and 5-day overnight outdoor education programs.

e Provide lifeguarding for Outdoor Academy and other Emerald Bay programs.

e Provide basic first aid.

e Clean and maintain camp equipment and course materials.

e Assist with the general cleanup and cleaning of camp.

e Participate in staff trainings.

e Participate in weekly staff meetings.

e Assist with meal serving when assigned.

e Provide retail help in the Ship’s Store trading post when assigned.

e Other duties as assigned in camp may include work projects and providing staff assistance for
non-Academy groups such as YMCA weekend groups.

Instructor (ALGAE) Specific Responsibilities:

e ALGAEs support the Outdoor Academy programs by instructing student activities including
archery, paddleboarding, snorkeling, kayaking, and float tests and providing instructional
assistance to Naturalists in other courses.

e Complete Lifeguard Training and Waterfront Skills Module.

e Provide course instruction for kayaking, paddleboarding, and snorkeling.

e Provide equipment management and maintenance for kayaking, paddleboarding, and
snorkeling.

e Facilitate equipment checkout procedures.

e Complete archery range training.

e Provide archery course instruction.
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Maintain archery equipment.

Provide instructional assistance to Naturalists.

Assist with or oversee Dock Crew: docking, loading, and unloading of charter boats to and from
camp.

Assist with general maintenance and cleanliness of the waterfront.
